t Barbara Walters ever posed the question, “If you were a tree,
what kind of tree would you be?” to retired Heidelberg biology
professor Dr. Percy Lilly, chances are, shed be in for a lengthy

discussion.

For more than a decade, Dr. Lilly, who’s doctorate is in botany,
has been known as Heidelberg’s keeper of the trees. Back in 1997,
when Bob Oleson, then dean of alumni, decided to re-establish
the Alumni Weekend tree-planting ceremony, Lilly took on the
responsibility of choosing the trees. It’s a project that has been
dear to his heart.

“We try to plant new species as well as native species that we
don't have. We keep as many varieties on campus as we can,” he
explains. “There were 78 species on campus when I retired in
1988. Now I think there are 80-85 different species.”

Some varieties are unique, like the Kentucky coffee tree that
stands near the tennis courts. But Lilly admits he’s also quite
partial to the oldest trees on campus. “We have two very nice
trees in front of the Adams Hall (the former Laird Science
Hall). There’s a white pine and an Austrian pine,” he says. “Those
probably go back close to the origin of Heidelberg.”

'The sad thing about his job has been watching the demise of the
native ash trees that once dotted the campus landscape. All were
victims of deadly Emerald Ash Borer.

“We had some rare ash trees here. One was a red ash,” Lilly
explains. “As far as I know, there is not now a living ash tree on
campus. At one time we probably had 10-15.”

Although Lilly relinquished the duties of choosing the

commemorative tree this year, the native West Virginian, who came

to Heidelberg in 1956, remains an active participant in the program.
Trees have been just a small part of Lilly’s experience at the Berg,
however. When he began teaching at the university, he recalls the study
of DNA was in its infancy. For Lilly, it remains one of the most thrilling
times of his career.

“I taught genetics, and when I came to Heidelberg just out of graduate
school, I had just learned that there was something called DNA found
inside a cell,” he recalls, chuckling. “I had to learn that material as there
became more information about it. I was learning with the students.
Some of my students got so interested in it that sometimes they
would get to the library before I could, and read the most recent thing
concerning DNA. We'd discuss it in class. It was an exciting time.”

Lilly was so passionate about teaching, there were occasions when he
and several other faculty members volunteered their services in the
name of hands-on education. He is particularly proud of the biology
course he created in 1970.

“We would take 10-20 students down to the mountains of West Virginia
and spend 10 days. Each day we'd go around to different habitats. It’s
some of the most beautiful country in the eastern U.S.,” he says.“I lived,
ate, played and learned with the students. We had an A-frame cabin we
worked out of. The students stayed in tents, and we were able to cook
and eat in the cabin. Our sanitation was a toilet around the side of a
mountain, and our bathing was in this old mountain stream.

Being an old West Virginian, I knew the flora. It was fun and play
and teaching all wrapped up into one. For me, that was one of the
highlights of my career. And we weren't getting paid to do it.”

Today, Lilly remains an active part of the Heidelberg community. One
of his greatest joys is returning each Alumni Weekend to offer an
overview of the trees on the university grounds.

“A lot of my old students come around and walk with me on campus.

It’s always a pleasure for me,” he says. “I can be a professor again.

Alum endows memorial
frees in honor of prof

It's been more than a decade since Dr. Ronald Stuckey
bestowed Heidelberg University with a giftf destined to last
for generations.

On a warm, sunny day in June 1999,

while stroling the campus with Director of

Development Lee Martin, the 1960 graduate

learned the commemorative free planting

ceremony had been rekindled. Trees had

been strategically planted throughout the
campus since the 1800s. But these were different. The
commemorative trees — planted each year during Alumni
Weekend — were placed on the campus in memory of all
alumni who passed away the previous year, or in honor of
living individuals who have had a positive impact on the
university.

At that fime, however, there were no permanent funds in
place to cover the cost of the project. It didn’t take long
for Stuckey to arrive at a solution.

“I got the idea | wanted to do something in the form of
an endowment,” recalls the man who holds a Ph.D. in
botany. "I decided an endowment would be a very good
thing that would last forever.”

The first free was planted in 2000. Since then, the
commemorative trees have been paid for by the interest
generated from the endowment fund.

Of course, Heidelberg officials allowed Stuckey to give
his gift a specific title. And while he could have chosen to
name the legacy for himself, he instead opted to honor
two former professors whom he considered his mentors.
Stuckey chose to name the endowment the “Percy L. Lilly-
Arthur G. McQuate Fund for Botany.”

“That first free was planted in memory of alumni and Dr.
McQuate, and in honor of Dr. Lilly,” he recalls. “The second
free was planted in honor of me.”

Over the vyears, several of the endowed trees have
died, but according to Stuckey, they always have been
replaced. Others have been relocated to accommodate
construction on campus. Fortunately, most of those have
survived.

hen one thinks of a profession in the world of music, often

the notion of performing in front of a crowd of hundreds,
or thousands, comes to mind. But according to four Heidelberg
alumni, being on stage is just a small part of the experience.
Paula Roediger, Kimberly (Becker) Dufty, Thomas Carey and
Jenna Rohrs are prime examples that the word “music” often is
an acronym for “Many Unique, Satistying, Incredible Careers.”

Just ask opera singer Paula Roediger '89. A mezzo soprano,
Roediger began singing professionally in 1995 when she made
her debut with the Toledo Opera. Later, she moved to New York
City to make that genre a career, although she admits it can be
challenging. Opera is no different from other artistic pursuits —
it’s often feast or famine. But for Roediger, it is a passion that
ignites her soul, making the lean times easier to bear.

“Being an opera singer is a freelance profession. Unlike acting
or musical theater, opera singers pay to audition for opera
companies and competitions,” explains the woman who refers
to herself as a struggling New York singer. “So in order to defray
those costs and keep the bills paid, I also work at Citigroup. My
boss is supportive and gives me time off to audition and perform.
I have been able to sing all over the country as a result.”

Roediger also is the paid soloist at the First Church, Christ
Scientist in Tarrytown, N.Y., where each week, she prepares a
new solo and also leads the hymns.

The Mentor, Ohio, native says she is grateful to Heidelberg for

field. “Opera singers are sometimes stereotyped as being ‘dumb’
musicians, but because of the education I received at Heidelberg,
I'm never accused of that,” she explains. “One of the best parts
about making music is that each performance can have unique,
magical moments. One that stands out in my mind happened in
2009, when I was the alto soloist at Heidelberg’s annual Messiah.
As I'looked around during the performance I saw everyone who
had played a part in my Heidelberg experience. Dr. (Grant)
Cook (a classmate) was conducting and Dr. (Vicki) Ohl was at
the harpsichord. Another classmate, Brian Stitak, was playing
cello, and several members of the 1985-89 Concert Choir were
singing in the choir.”

‘That was one of those magical moments. “It had an element of
“This is Your Life,” she recalls. “But more importantly, it reminded

me how lucky I am to be part of the Heidelberg family.”

Sometimes arriving at one’s destination in the world of music
comes on the heels of a road filled with bizarre twists and

turns. Take Kimberly (Becker) Dufly for example. As a student,

she never guessed the path to her dream job at the Chicago
Symphony Orchestra would begin with a beauty pageant.

After she graduated in 1991, she moved back home to Marion,
Ohio, and began teaching violin and voice. It was a nice start, but
Duffy wanted more. To make ends meet, she took a job at J.C.
Penney, and ironically, that’s where her life began to change.

“I had a manager there who was involved in the Miss Ohio
Pageant,” she recalls. The manager was certain that if Duffy
entered the Heart of Ohio Pageant, a new world would open up.

She won that pageant, and although she didn’t capture the Miss
Ohio title, she did earn a substantial amount of scholarship
money that she ultimately invested in pursuing her master’s in
voice degree from The Ohio State University.
Between classes, she worked at a golf club
in Dublin, Ohio, where she says she gained
valuable event experience. It was the combined
education and life experience that Dufly
believes is responsible for helping her land
the coveted position of senior project manager
of the Chicago Symphony Orchestra. Her
position in the development department
provides managerial leadership for the
organization’s high-level donor events.

“I work with the volunteers and I am in charge
of two large events — the Symphony Ball and
Corporate Night — that raise over $1 million,”
she explains. “I work with volunteers who give anywhere from

$100 to thousands of dollars. I love what I'm doing.”

Tom Carey discovered his musical calling centered around children.
As a youngster in Elma, N.Y., Carey, 75, was surrounded by music.
'That tends to happen when both of your parents are music teachers.
He decided to share his love of music by giving youngsters an
appreciation of what he held most dear.

That’s why the bulk of his 30-year career was spent teaching
music to elementary students in Findlay and Van Buren, Ohio.
“During my 10 years in Findlay, I enjoyed the elementary string
students so much that I decided to work toward an elementary
education certificate,” he recalls. “And since the 1990s I've also
taught strings part time at the University of Findlay.”

An accomplished violinist, Carey spent his time out of the
classroom focusing on his professional career with the Lima
Symphony Orchestra. He has performed with that institution
since 1976, at times serving as concertmaster. He also has been a
member of the Findlay String Quartet for three decades.

In 2009, as the number of string students at UF increased, Carey
was granted permission to start and direct a 40-member, string

ensemble. “I'm glad to do a small part to further the cause of
string playing in our area.”

The Careys are a musical family. Tom’s wife, Janet (Wilson), 75,
has spent her career as a music teacher, and all three of their
children — Kelly, ‘04, Seth, 07 and John — graduated with
degrees in music. Tom credits Heidelberg with giving him a sturdy
foundation. “I chose Heidelberg over larger schools because not
only could I be a violin major and play in the orchestra, but I
could play baritone in the band, sing in the Concert Choir and
Singing Collegians and compose music. I believe those different
experiences made me a better-equipped and well-rounded
musician with an appreciation for music of all types.”

Jenna Rohrs, ’07, wasn't a music major at the Berg. But even
so, she has carved out a unique career in
the world of music that doesn’t require
performing. Her forte involves putting the
stars in their best light.

As a lighting technician for the Tennessee-
based Bandit Lites, Rohrs tours with some
of the biggest names in country music.
Currently, she is travelling with heartthrob
singer Jason Aldean.

“I started with Toby Keith, then I worked
on the Brooks and Dunn: Last Rodeo Tour,
and I've worked with Martina McBride,”
says the woman who now calls Nashville
home. Fortunately, I got on the country music circuit, which
is different than a lot of tours. They’re more family-oriented,
so they’re generally home every weekend, unless they go to the
West Coast. If they go there, then they’re gone for a month or so
at a time, which is actually fun.”

Rohrs discovered her penchant for lighting during her high school
days in Napoleon, Ohio. At Heidelberg, the communication and
theatre arts major handled the lighting for many stage events.
She eventually managed to break into the entertainment industry
while working as a stage hand in Columbus. “I just started asking
people from the crews who came around how they got into the
business,” she recalls, adding that she finally discovered Bandit
Lites, the oldest company in the professional lighting industry.

Although it’s an exciting existence, the schedule and pressure can
be grueling. Set-up begins at 8 a.m. and can run until showtime.
... “We kind of laugh and get through it. Then, right after the

show, we tear down and head to the next city.”

It’s a life she says she wouldn't trade for anything. “I love it,” she
says. ‘I get to see so much.”

Stuckey spent the
majority of his career as a botanist,
and for 26 years taught that subject
at The Ohio State University. He also

In December 2010, he was inducted
into the Ohio Natural Resources Hall
of Fame when he was honored with
the Career Accomplishment Award.
According to the Hall of Fame criteria,
“The award is the state’s highest
accolade designated to an Ohioan
whose outstanding confribution to
the preservation, protection and wise
management of the state’s natural
resources has been the product of a
lifetime devoted to furthering the best

interests of conservation.”

Stuckey obviously was delighted. “I've
worked with preserving natural areas,
and I've taught and wrote about
Ohio’s flora and aquatic plants,” he

Heidelberg’s 10th president,
Leslie Fishel Jr., dies at age 88

Dr. Leslie Fishel jr.,who became
Heidelberg’s 10th president
in 1969, died of complications
from colon cancer at his

Madison, Wis., home on Sept.
8,2010. He was 88.

Dr. Fishel served as president
for 11 years, leaving in
1980 to become director of
the Rutherford B. Hayes
Presidential ~ Library  in
Fremont. He retired in 1988.

After graduating from Oberlin
College in 1943, he served in
World War II. Following his
military service, he enrolled in
Harvard University, where he
earned his master’s and Ph.D.
degrees in history. Dr. Fishel
loved to teach and engage the
curiosity of students, friends

and family. He taught history
at the Massachusetts Institute

of Technology and later

moved into administrative
positions in higher education
and foundations. Throughout
his career, he also served as the
alumni director of Oberlin and
director of the state Historical
Society of Wisconsin.

Dr. Fishel was active in his
community. He was a founding
member of the Urban League
of Greater Madison, a member
and two-term moderator of
First Congregational Church
and a member of the Rotary
Clubs of Tiffin and Fremont.
He was on the board of a
number of small colleges and
historical associations.

Finding your way does not come without assistance. For student-
athletes at Heidelberg, a commitment to academics and hard
work on the court directs them to what they ultimately want ...
a successful career.

'The opportunity to compete at a high level from an athletic
standpoint, while growing as an individual and a student, can be
a juggling act for some. But the Heidelberg community — from
administrator to professor and coach — makes it a priority to
ensure the success of all student-athletes.

“The personal touch that each of the coaches and professors
take is a huge reason you see so many academic performers
from Heidelberg,” said associate director of athletics and head
volleyball coach Jason Miller. “Everyone is working on the same
page to carry present success into the future.”

With support from all directions, two senior student-athletes,
Brittany Donelan and Nathan James, have mastered the balancing
act in the classroom and on the playing field, and are set to reap
the benefits of their time on campus when they graduate in May.
Donelan has found her way by leading the volleyball program to
new heights, as well as becoming a top academic performer.

“I take one thing at a time,” said Donelan. “I knew if I wanted to
help move the volleyball team to the next level it would not just
have to happen on the court.

And that’s exactly what she has done. She is a three-time academic
all-district selection and was the Ohio Athletic Conference’s
September Scholar-Athlete of the Month. On the court, she
is an All-American and a three-time OAC Libero of the Year.
Donelan will leave Heidelberg after winning two OAC regular-
season titles and a tournament trophy, along with making four

trips to the NCAA Regionals.

Ultimately, her efforts led her to being voted the ESPN the Magazine
Volleyball Academic All-American of the Year for the college
division. She represents the top volleyball student-athlete among
NCAA Division II and III institutions, as well as NAIA and junior
college programs. Her commitment to success has landed her a full-
time position with Marathon Oil Co. following graduation.

James has hit a home run with his time as a student, while leading
the baseball team to a sweep of the league titles on the mound
in his first three years. In 2010, he won the inaugural NCAA
Elite 88 Award for baseball, which honors the student-athlete
with the highest grade-point average of the competing schools
in each of the 88 NCAA sponsored championships. James has

also earned academic honors from the conference.

“I have always had the attitude to push myself in whatever I do,”
said James. “Being a student-athlete has helped me get my priorities
straight. The more you put into something, the more you get out of it.”

“At the Division III level, the importance of academics is stressed
on a daily basis,” said Heidelberg faculty athletic representative
Dr. Traci Sittason Stark, associate professor of psychology. “The
balance between academics and athletics is a daily requirement
for all student-athletes and it is easy to underestimate. Nathan
and Brittany have functioned at the highest level on both sides.”

“In order for students to be successful following graduation,
we need to make sure they are doing things now,” said Miller.
“Not being an average C student, but making sure they are an
above-average student. Making sure they are working hard so
that when they graduate, they will be much more competitive in
the workforce.”

James and Donelan have helped bring notoriety to Heidelberg,
as well as marketability to potential employers by doing the small
things right. They are just two on a long list of current, past and
tuture student-athletes who have found their place on campus
and in turn, their purpose in life.

Parrish,’69, Shaun Martin, 92, and Rachael Poland Novak, ’03.
Also joining the class was the 1998 men’s cross country team and
the 1999 men’s outdoor track and field team.

McGarvey was a three-year letter winner on the gridiron while
playing both sides of the ball. In 1955 he was voted by his

teammates as the Most Valuable Player and landed a spot on the
All-Ohio Dream Team’s Honorable Mention list.

Parrish played defensive back and served as a student assistant
coach. Parrish spent the 2002 and 2003 seasons as the
quarterbacks coach of the NFL's Tampa Bay Buccaneers. In 2002,
he helped lead Tampa Bay to the first Super Bowl Championship

in franchise history.

Martin played oftensive tackle and was a three-year letter winner.
He was a two-time preseason All-American and an All-OAC
honoree. In 1991, Martin earned the OAC’s Mike Gregory
Award, which honors the top offensive lineman and oftensive
back prior to being named an honorable mention All-American.

Novak was a four-time All-OAC selection and closed out her
time at the Berg as a three-time All-American. She graduated
as the all-time leading scorer, and is third in the OAC, with
1,914 points. In the classroom, she landed a spot on the Verizon
Academic All-Region Team and the CoSIDA Academic All-
Region Team. She was also named to the Academic All-OAC
First Team.

Paced by four All-OAC performers, the men’s cross country
team brought home the 1998 OAC crown, marking the first at
Heidelberg. Along the way head coach Larry Brown was tabbed
the OAC Coach of the Year.

The track and field team won its first OAC title in 1999.
Under Brown’s direction, Heidelberg had 17 individual All-
OAC performers, and one all-league relay, including seven
championships.
