Alumni Office to host first  
Business Conference in April 
Plans are being finalized for the first gathering of alumni 
working in business, to be held on campus April 25-27. 
The conference, Strategies for Success: Planning, Marketing 
and Growing a Business, will feature more than 25 alumni 
speakers representing several decades.  
 
The conference gets under way on Friday, April 25, 
when alumni will be guest lecturers in various 
undergraduate classes. A banquet and a reception that 
evening will feature keynote speaker Aris Kaplanis, õ74, 
a Toronto businessman with more than 30 years of 
experience in the technology sector. He has led Teranet 
Inc. since the companyõs founding in 1991. Teranet is an 
innovator and leader in providing e-service solutions for 
the business-to-business and business-to-government 
market places. Under his leadership, the company has 
achieved annual revenues of about $250 million. 
 
Throughout the day Saturday, business alumni will make 
presentations on their areas of expertise. John A. Kelley 
of Golden, Colo., retired president, CEO and chairman 
of McDATA Corp., will address participants during a 
luncheon. As CEO of McDATA, Kelley rebuilt the 
management team, introduced several new products to 
the global market, acquired and integrated new private 
and public companies and tripled the companyõs revenue 
to $630 million. 
 
At the closing banquet Saturday night, April 26, Trustee 
John Q. Adams, õ58, will be the featured speaker. 
Adams has founded, owned and sold several successful 
international pharmaceutical companies. In his 
retirement, he owns Rough Creek Lodge, a luxury resort 
and conference Center near Dallas, and maintains his 
ranching interests there.

Chirping crickets teach lessons  
about human behavior 
Interesting insect 
trivia: Did you know 
that to hear the 
mating call of other 
crickets, a cricket has 
ears located on its 
knees?  
 
When freshmen 
students signed up 
for Dr. Pam Faberõs FYE 100 class, Sex: Biology, 
Business and Behavior, they undoubtedly hadnõt 
considered that their class sessions would be filled 
with the familiar chirping of crickets and that 
theyõd get to witness mating first hand. 
 
FYE 100 courses are designed to focus on reading, 
writing, critical thinking and oral presentation 
skills. Pam decided to use crickets to help her 
students with their critical thinking skills. First, the 
students read about the life cycle of the cricket. 
They then prepared an appropriate cage for living 
and breeding, separated young males and females 
and observed the adult virgin crickets breed. 
 
òWe follow the breeding crickets through the 
whole cricket life cycle: laying eggs, hatching of the 
eggs and the development of the young,ó Pam 
explained. In all four òsex arenasó the students set 
up, they had mating crickets within the 20 minutes 
that they observed. 
 
So now you know the source of the chirping that 
has been emanating from the biology lab in 
Gillmor Hall this semester.
